Pastor’s Notes

“Live in a manner worthy of the call you have received,
with all humility and gentleness, with patience,
bearing with one another through love,
striving to preserve the unity of the spirit
through the bond of peace.”

Ephesians 4:1-3

The Ascension of Jesus challenged the first disciples to
adopt new ways of living. They became more than
“students” of Jesus who continued to reflect upon his
words and the meaning of his death and resurrection.
They responded to the call to be messengers of hope to
the world by the example of their lives. The Spirit would
stretch their minds and hearts to recognize the presence
and activity of God in unexpected times and places. They
would strive to be patient with themselves and one
another; humble enough to continue to be taught;
dwelling in love and seeking the peace that would support
their communion of diverse peoples and traditions.

The Ascension of Jesus continues to challenge us: the
church in our day and time. His presence must be seen in
our witness of mutual love and concern rather than
attempts to aggravate one another; in our attitude of
gentleness and patience with others rather than an
insistence on “my way”; in an ongoing willingness to
learn rather than insisting that we “know it all”; in
striving for unity in diversity rather than an artificial
uniformity. Otherwise, the world cannot come to know
him in and through us. And the world desperately needs
us to shine forth as a prophetic sign of unity and concord.

Special thanks to the five women who share their
reflections with us this weekend. A mother’s vocation is

to express, teach, and nurture attitudes of kindness and
gentleness in the children entrusted to her care. Of
course, Mary is the only mother we know to have done
this fully from the moment of her son’s conception to the
moment of his death; and though free of sin, not even
Mary would claim to have been the perfect mother. Many
mothers among us inspire us through their humble, yet
profound witness. Some mothers among us live with
physical or emotional limitations or past experiences that
impair their ability to live their vocation fully. Others face
physical or emotional challenges in their children that
demand additional creativity and sacrifice. Among us are
women who anticipate the birth of a child or who grieve a
child who died before or after the moment of birth. And
many women without children of their own live out the
vocation of motherhood by providing physical, emotional,
and spiritual support to mothers and children, or by
serving as teachers, coaches, and mentors. This day we
honor all who live the vocation of motherhood in its
many forms. We remember the women who have been
mother to us, whether still among us or awaiting us in
heaven. We rejoice and give thanks for those who have
given us life and taught us well. We ask healing and
peace for mothers who have struggled to do so, and for
any children who suffered the lack of a mother’s love.
May God’s love embrace them all.

As we will be discussing at the Commission meeting on Monday night, there comes a time when every great leader
passes the mission/ministry at hand to those who come after them. In the gospel of Mark, that time for Jesus is now, on
the occasion of the Ascension. This is the last time Jesus appears to his apostles, and he has very specific instructions for
them: “Go into the whole world and proclaim the gospel to every creature.” Mark 16:15 In our first reading, Luke tells
us that Jesus has mentioned their role in assuming the mission previously. Jesus said, “You will receive power when the
Holy Spirit comes upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem...and to the ends of the earth.” Acts 1:8 Their
response: “They went forth and preached everywhere, while the Lord worked with them and confirmed the word through
accompanying signs.” Mark 16:20

We are the Body of Christ in the world now. We are his community of believers, called to carry on the great work of
building the Kingdom of God here on earth. We, too, have received the power of the Holy Spirit, and are asked to share
the gospel by the way we live our lives. Plus, as we have been promised, we are never alone. God is with us; and in and
through the Church, we have one another to encourage and support us along the way.

This past month, we at St. Francis Xavier Church have witnessed hundreds of individuals receive the sacraments of
baptism, reconciliation, first Holy Communion, and confirmation. We have been touched by the children, teens and
adults in our midst saying “Yes!

Habitat For Humanity

Through the generous f
contribution of time, talent, and
treasure, the St. Francis
community has been supporting
the Clarksdale  Mississippi
Habitat for Humanity program for 23 years.

Every
summer SFX sends several teams to Clarksdale to work
on homes; and we have provided new homes to over 50

deserving families. It usually takes about one year to
complete a home and it is common for the SFX teams to
work on finishing homes that they started the prior year.
To build a home, the local Habitat chapter must raise
about $50,000. Upon completion, the resident is provided
an interest-free loan from Habitat to pay for the home. In
addition to paying for their home, the resident must invest
400 hours of sweat-equity into the construction of their
home.

Through your generous support we were able to start a
new home last summer and since we left, other teams
have it to the point where is secured and weather-proofed,
with a roof, windows and doors. This summer SFX will
send three teams to Clarksdale to install siding, insulation,
and drywall on the home and we are asking for your
support to help us continue our work in Clarksdale and
keep moving the house toward completion.

The weekend of May 19 and 20 SFX Habitat volunteers
will be speaking at all Masses and the second collection
will be for Habitat. Please be as generous as you are able.
