Scripture Reflection

Today most of us are not in danger of being too familiar with Jesus the way those from his hometown were. We are not
dismissive of the carpenter who was the son of Mary. But we can be effectively blind to the presence of Jesus in our
midst in the modern world. We can be dismissive of those we confine to the margins of society. Who is that? A
homeless person? A beggar? An immigrant? Or an undocumented person? What does that person know that we don’t
already know? What wisdom could that person have that we don’t already possess?

There is a temptation in the religious realm and even societal realm to believe we have what we need to be complete and
whole. There is little another person, especially one on the margins, could teach us about how to act, how to behave, or
anything about God. That is precisely how the Nazarenes behaved with respect to Jesus. They thought they understood
who he was. They knew his family, his backstory. What more did they need to know? In their minds, this upstart was
too big for his britches. They took offense at him. Yet, God was effectively in their midst.

May we be open to finding the new, the unexpected, in familiarity. Let us not grow too familiar that we fail to see the
presence of God in our midst.
