In the United States, one in four women will experience 
domestic violence in her lifetime.  
 
Domestic violence is the leading cause of injury to women 
in the U.S. between the ages of 15 and 44—more than car 
accidents, rapes, and muggings combined. 
 
Boys who witness domestic violence are twice as likely to 
abuse their own partners and children as adults.
